From New York

RT 9A N / Henry Hudson Pky. Take I-95N/ CR Bronx Expy / W178 St exit EXIT 14. Merge onto I1-95N / Cross
Bronx Expy / US-1 N via the exit on the left. Take the I-87 / Maj Deegan Expwy exit, EXIT 1C, Toward
Albany/ Queens. Merge onto I-87 N via EXIT 3n toward ALBANY. Take EXIT 4 toward Cross County Pkwy.
Stay straight to go onto Central Park Ave. Take the Cross County Pkwy East ramp toward Bronx River Pkwy.
Turn slight left to take the ramp toward Hutchinson Pkwy. Merge onto Cross County Pky East. Cross
County Pky E becomes Hutchinson River Pky N. Keep left to take 1-684 N toward Brewster (Passing through
Connecticut, then crossing into New York). Merge onto 1-84 E via Exit 9E toward Danbury (Crossing into
Connecticut). Take the US-6 W exit, Exit 10 toward Newtown/ Sandy Hook.

From Boston, MA

1-90 W / Mass Pike /Massachusetts Turnpike toward Worcester (Portions Toll). Merge onto

1-84 W via Exit 9 toward US-20 / Hartford / New York City (Portions toll) (Crossing into Connecticut).

Merge onto CT-15 S via Exit 57 on the left toward 1-91 S / Charter Oak Br / N.Y. City.

Merge onto 1-91 S via Exit 86 toward New Haven / N.Y. City. Merge onto I-691 W via Exit 18 toward Meriden
/ Waterbury. Merge onto I-84 W via Exit 1 on the left toward Waterbury / Danbury. Take the US-6 W exit,
Exit 10, toward Newtown / Sandy Hook.

FROM HARTFORD CT
Take 1-84 W toward Waterbury. Take the US-6W exit, Exit 10, toward Newtown / Sandy Hook.
