395 North and take exit 79. Turn right off the exit. Travel 3.0 miles and turn left on Chesterfield
Rd. Proceed up hill ¥2 mile to stop sign. Go straight through intersection and turn left into
Leonard J. Tyl Middle School. Go straight to upper parking lot. Follow steps to main entrance.

FROM BOSTON (2 hours): Mass Pike I-90 West to 1-395 South. Take exit 79 (not 79A). Turn
right off the exit. Travel 2.5 miles and turn left on Chesterfield Rd. Proceed up hill Y2 mile to
stop sign. Go straight through intersection and turn left into Leonard J. Tyl Middle School. Go
straight to upper parking lot.
